
The suffix –ed says /t/ when it 
follows an unvoiced consonant 
sound (except /t/): 
 

/p/ -- chopped, stopped 
/k/  -- picked, baked 
/f/  -- laughed, sniffed 
/ks/ -- fixed, mixed 
/s/ -- advanced, faced 
/ch/ -- reached, pinched 
/sh/ -- dashed, crashed
